


\\t1-IEREAS, notwithstanding her good intentions, the Division's investigation concluded

that Cambridge and Brown engaged in acts or practices constituting violations of the Act and

issued an Administrative Complaint detailing its findings; and

WHEREAS, without admitting but specifically denying the allegations of the

Administrative Complaint, Respondents nevertheless wish to resolve the issues described in the

Administrative Complaint by this Consent Order ("Order") rather than by a formal hearing

before the Securities Commissioner (the "Commissioner");

NOW THEREFORE, as evidenced by their signatures on this Order, Respondents,

without admitting but specifically denying any wrongdoing or negligence, consent to each of the

terms and sanctions of this Order, as detailed below.

I. SANCTIONS

Respondents agree:

A. Neither will ever again engage in any securities business in South Carolina; and

B. To pay investigative costs in the amount of one thousand five hundred

($1,500.00) dollars for reimbursement of costs and expenses incurred by the Office of the

Attorney General during the course of its investigation ofRespondents.

II. RESOLUTION OF PROCEEDING

Upon execution by the Commissioner, this Order fully and finally resolves

Administrative Proceeding 04022 as it relates to the Respondents, except that if either or both

Respondents fail to comply with any term of this Order, the Commissioner may declare this

Order to be null and void, and the Division may take any action against either or both

Respondents authorized under the Act or any other applicable law as if this Order had never been

issued.
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III. CONCLUSION

The provisions of this Order shall become binding immediately upon execution by the

Commissioner.
